“Maple Ridge Restoration Project in full swing...”

Dear Friends of EcoNeutral™,

The planting season is upon us! We are currently preparing sites and planting
trees on protected municipal lands in Maple Ridge.

Over 140,000 trees have been transferred from the growers to our nursery,
where they were potted in preparation for planting. Meanwhile, at the restorations
sites, ERA teams have been clearing and removing invasive plant species and
other materials that would be a threat to the young trees.



Upon planting, each tree is GPS mapped and located for future tracking, data
collection, and inventory.

EcoNeutral™ subscribers directly support each aspect of the community-based
restoration program, which will result in the re-establishment of healthy native
forest ecosystems that will remove carbon dioxide from the atmosphere and
release life-giving oxygen to the local environment. Ensuring the survival and
health of the trees over several years is essential to achieving these multiple
benefits.



Outside the District of Maple Ridge ERA has entered partnerships with the
District of Mission, the City of Langley and the Greater Vancouver Regional
District (GVRD) for the restoration of their forest ecosystems. Prescriptions for
these sites are currently being developed to facilitate program implementation.

In addition, a unique partnership with the Nature Trust of BC resulted in ERA
crews planting over 2000 native seedlings at Camp Slough in November 2006.
Crews returned in May 2007 for maintenance and monitoring of planted
seedlings.

More recently, ERA completed a pilot project in the Nass Valley with the Nisga’'a
First Nation. Ecosystem restorations of the Nass River Bottomlands provide a
range of benefits, including employment and community development for First
Nations, wildlife habitat enhancement, and native biodiversity benefits.

Future newsletters will provide updates on current programming, and highlight
new projects as they develop.
